TIME AND PLACE:	The regular meeting of the Monroe County Board of Health was called to order by Bob Retzlaff at 9:02 a.m. Monday, April 8, 2013 in Room 409 of the Community Services Center, Bldg A, 14301 County Hwy B, Sparta.

REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the March 10, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Mary Cook, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve minutes.   Motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHER:
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $4052.44 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $62.11 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Jim Rice to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

COMMUNITY SERVICE PROGRAM POLICY/PROCEDURE:
Sharon provided board members with copies of the Community Support Program (CSP) policy and procedure for their review, noting that department policies are to be reviewed every five years.  Sharon summarized policy and procedure content noting that Marcia Jandt, RN, works in conjunction with the CSP team, comprised of a psychiatrist, social workers, mental health technicians, and healthcare providers.  The CSP team works towards maintaining persons with severe and persistent mental illnesses in the community setting.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to accept policy and procedures as presented; motion carried.

FETAL HEART TONES UTILIZING PS800 POLICY AND PROCEDURE:
Sharon provided board members with copies of the Fetal Heart Tones Utilizing PS800 policy and procedure which Pam reviewed.
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Clients on whom the monitoring probe is used are instructed on its capabilities, and healthcare providers are notified of any concerns or abnormal findings.  Motion made by Kristy Brown seconded by Marlene Sund to accept policy and procedures as presented; motion carried.

CRIBS FOR KIDS PROGRAM, SPARTA EAGLES DONATION:  
Sharon informed the board of a donation in the amount of $200.00 presented to the Health Department on behalf of the Sparta Eagles Club. The donation was received on April 1, 2013, from a couple who not only represents the Eagles Club but has been a recipient of a crib themselves.  They expressed their gratitude for having access to the Cribs for Kids program and requested that the donation be applied towards the purchase of additional cribs.  Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion made by Jim Rice, seconded by Mary Cook to accept donation in the amount of $200.00; motion carried.

SAK PACK TOMAH HOSPITAL FOUNDATION GRANT:
Sharon informed board members of a $2000.00 grant the Health Department has received from the Tomah Memorial Hospital Foundation.  She reported that the award was a result of correspondence with Jenny Parker, who encouraged the Health Department to apply for this grant. Sharon’s discussion with Ms. Parker focused on injury prevention activities and accomplishments the Health Department has been involved with as well as Monroe County statistics related to injuries/deaths obtained from The Burden of Injury in Wisconsin 2011 report.   Sharon noted that receipt of funding would allow the Health Department to move forward with the Safety for All Kids (SAK) initiative.  Grant dollars will be directed towards purchase of safety devices/items that will help assure safer home environments for income eligible families with young children.  Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to accept grant funding in the amount of $2000.00; motion carried.

ANNUAL WISCONSIN DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES TRANSIENT NON-COMMUNITY (TNC) PROGRAM ONSITE REVIEW:
Sharon informed board members that the Health Department has successfully completed another year of transient non-community 
 (TNC) well water testing, noting that 50 wells were tested for bacteria and nitrate.  Establishments meeting TNC criteria are those that serve at least 25 people, 60 days per year.  Sharon stated that two DNR staff were on-site March 11, 2013 for the annual 
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TNC review.  DNR staff reviewed sampling history noting that there were no monitoring violations, that sampling was done in a timely manner and that 20% of the wells had sanitary surveys conducted as per requirement.  Overall, the DNR stated that the Health Department fulfilled all of the contractual obligations for 2012 and was commended for a job well done.  

2013 COUNTY HEALTH RANKINGS: 
Sharon distributed to board members detailed information on the 2013 County Health Rankings with information specific to the health outcomes and health behaviors of Monroe County.  Sharon noted that Monroe County has moved to a ranking of 43, the highest seen by the county in the past 10 years.  Compiled by the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation and University of Wisconsin Population Health Institute, these rankings are released annually and reflect county-specific morbidity, mortality, and determinants impacting health.  Sharon noted that rankings for Monroe County continue to improve as Monroe County communities and coalitions strive to collaborate on positive changes, thereby impacting health factors and their outcomes.  

CHILD DEATH REVIEW (CDR) TEAM CORRESPONDENCE:
Sharon reported that the Child Death Review Team, in conjunction with facilitators from the Children’s Health Alliance of Wisconsin, met on February 27, 2013 to review their first cases.  Subsequent to that meeting, Sharon received phone and mail correspondence from Tomah Chief of Police, Wes Revels, expressing his sense of gratification with the outcome of the meeting and commending the team on their willingness to collaborate on such a worthwhile cause.  Sharon shared the content of Chief Revels’ letter with board members.
