REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the February 13, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Nodji VanWychen, seconded by Wesley Cornett to approve minutes.   Motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHER: 
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $2688.33 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $129.20 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  
BUDGET REPORTS:
            Sharon presented the 2011 year-end and 2012 budgets.  
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.
STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  


Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.
2011 LACROSSE VIRUS ENCEPHALITIS REPORT:
Sharon provided board members with the 2011 Vectorborne Disease Control Activities in Western Wisconsin and Southeastern Minnesota report which Dave Geske had previously submitted to her.   She introduced Dave Geske, LaCrosse County Vector Control Officer, who presented an update to the board on the LaCrosse Virus Encephalitis program.  Dave noted that Monroe County is just one of six counties that have collaborated on this program, considered a model program in dealing with arboviruses, since its inception in 1980.  Currently, 13 counties collaborate with this program.  Over the years the number of cases identified has dropped significantly, secondary to enhanced vigilance of breeding habitats and species.  Dave noted the progression of changes in vector habitat (i.e. unrimmed tires, containers with standing water, etc.) and species adaptation and how this has impacted the work that he and his 
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staff do.  Among the number of goals established within this program are abatement of unused tires and placement of traps to attract mosquitoes in order to reduce their population and monitor viral activity of the eggs.  The Centers for Disease Control estimates the cost to treat just one case of LaCrosse virus encephalitis could fund this program for approximately one decade.

WIC PROGRAM UPDATE:
Sharon introduced Patty Hagen, RD, WIC Coordinator/Nutritionist who presented information to the Board of Health on the Women, Infants and Children (WIC) Program.  WIC is a federal, supplemental nutrition education program which provides families with nutrition education, a supplemental food package, and referrals to health and other social services.  Eligibility requirements include meeting income guidelines, maintaining state residency and being determined nutritionally at risk.  Frequency of participant visits is tailored to family needs and may vary from every 3 months for check issue to every 6 months for review of income eligibility and a more detailed discussion with a dietician or nutritionist.  Patty distributed packets to board members which included information detailing WIC income eligibility guidelines and statistics, WIC approved foods, Monroe County Food and Nutrition Resources, and an overview of WIC. She also noted that participants have the option of redeeming a portion of their checks at local participating Farmer’s Market vendors.  Monroe County has a long history of serving participants in this program, having been a WIC site since 1978.
2012 COMPASS NOW REPORT-COMMUNITY NEEDS ASSESSMENT:

Sharon informed board members that the 2011 COMPASS NOW Community Needs Assessment, facilitated by the Great Rivers United Way, has been completed and the final report generated; copies of the report summary were distributed to the board. Sharon introduced Becky Campbell, RN, PHN, who presented a power point presentation summarizing the findings.  Becky noted  the assessment identified needs in the 5-county Great Rivers region via household surveys, focus groups and a community resources inventory and analysis of data.  Income, health, education and community profiles were highlighted with identified and emerging issues from each profile established.  Becky noted  plans are in place to collaborate with community partners to develop the Community Health Improvement Plan and Process (CHIPP), stressing that emphasis will be on engaging the community in recognizing this as their responsibility.

STATE UNIVERSITY OF NEW YORK CANTON-RN TO BSN PROGRAM:

Sharon reports having received an e-mail from Tammy Spade, an on-line RN to BSN student with the State University of New York- Canton, regarding the possibility of the Health Department serving as a preceptor site for her.  Sharon requested and subsequently received course objectives and a memorandum of understanding from the school’s director of nursing.  Tammy is scheduled to begin her public health assignment with the Health Department on March 13, 2012.
COUNTY OWNED PROPERTY-THE DEPOT, HUMAN HEALTH HAZARD:
Sharon advised that the Health Department had received a complaint regarding potential health and safety concerns at the burned out structure formally known as The Depot.  She stated that this is a county owned property and that Garry Spohn, Buildings 
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Manager, was subsequently notified.  Pam discussed the course of action which ensued including notifying Andrew Kaftan, Corporation Counsel and Cathy Schmit, County Administrator.  The perimeter of the property was secured with fencing, including no trespassing signs, and the building posted as an unsafe structure thereby assuring that immediate health and safety concerns were eliminated.  Any ongoing follow up with this property will be handled by Andy Kaftan.
