REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the March 12, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Chris King, seconded by Sharon Folcey to approve minutes.   Motion carried.

BUDGET REPORTS:


Sharon Nelson presented current budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet Programs to the Board.  Sharon requested a public health expenditure line item change as follows:  $50.00 from 24.460.54100.262 – block grant supplies to 24.460.54100.157-employee training. STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  


Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.
2012 AREA HEALTH EDUCATION CENTER (AHEC) INTERNSHIP PLACEMENT:

Sharon informed the Board that she has received notification regarding placement of an Area Health Education Center (AHEC) student choosing to do an internship at the Health Department. Sharon noted that the internship spans an eight week timeframe, allows for students to participate in a full-time capacity and also receive a $2400.00 stipend from AHEC; Maria Brown, Luther College nursing major, will begin in June.  Among other projects, Maria’s internship will include work on the Dining with Diabetes program which will complement efforts of the Monroe on the Go (MOGO) coalition.
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2011 ANNUAL REPORT: 

Sharon distributed and reviewed with board members the Health Department’s 2011 Annual Report.  She stated that the report focuses on the 10 Essential Services of Public Health and how the Health Department services dovetail with them.  Identified in this report were the major accomplishments achieved in 2011, public health interventions for protecting the community from communicable disease and potential health hazards in the environment, preventing and controlling chronic or acute illness and promoting optimal health for individuals.  Funding information included budgeted and actual expenditures and revenues.  Copies of the annual report will be distributed to the county administrator, county board supervisors, healthcare providers, libraries, schools, other local health departments and institutes of higher learning.  The annual report has also been forwarded to the Eau Claire/Western Regional office and will be available on the county website under Health Department.  

2011 DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES TRANSIENT NON-COMMUNITY WELL WATER 
         PROGRAM: 
Sharon informed board members that the Health Department has successfully completed the first year of transient non-community (TNC) well water testing noting that 50 wells were tested for bacteria and nitrate.  She stated that two DNR staff were on-site March 14, 2012 for the annual TNC review.  DNR staff reviewed sampling history noting that there were no monitoring violations, that sampling was done in a timely manner and that 20% of the wells had sanitary surveys conducted as per requirement.  Overall, the DNR stated that the Health Department fulfilled all of the contractual obligations for 2011.  Sharon noted that well water testing for 2012 has begun.

2011 STRONG WOMEN™ GRANT NOTICE OF BUDGETARY ADJUSTMENT:
Sharon shared information with board members regarding the Strong Women program stating that this is an evidence-based community exercise program which helps participants maintain muscle mass, strength and function. Ultimately, the program strives to improve the health and fitness of participants thereby reducing the impact of a variety of disease processes.  The Health Department was able to access a grant in the amount of $1325.00 through Senior Services which will cover the costs for training, mileage, lodging, and supplies.  It is anticipated that the program will be initiated in the fall of 2012.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter seconded by Marlene Sund to accept Strong Women grant funding in the amount of $1325.00 and forward to the April 12, 2012 Finance Committee meeting.  Motion carried.
