REVIEW OF MINUTES:

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:

SELECTED VACCINE PREVENTATBLE DISEASE REPORT, 1978-2011:
Sharon reviewed the Selected Vaccine Preventable Disease Report, 1979-2011.  She reports that children are protected against more diseases than ever before.  One example of the great impact that vaccines can have is the elimination of polio in the United States.  Polio was once the most feared disease in the United States, causing death and paralysis across the country, but today, thanks to vaccinations, there are no reports of polio in the United States. The report indicated that vaccines have reduced many diseases that killed or severely disabled people just a few generations ago, such as smallpox vaccination eradicated the disease worldwide.  Monroe County Health Department continues to offer vaccinations to the public.
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COMMUNITY HEALTH IMPROVEMENT PLAN (CHIP):
Sharon reports Monroe County Health Assessment (CHA) is published on Great River United Way website, www.greatriversunitedway.org.  This CHA guides community partners to come together to develop a Monroe County Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) to address priority needs.  Two meetings with partners have identified alcohol and other drug concerns, obesity and mental health as the priority issues.  Work groups have been established to develop action plans to address key issues.  The end result will be a CHIP that will direct county-wide efforts to achieve healthy people, living in a healthy Monroe County.
COMMUNITY TRANSFORMATION GRANTS (CTG) UPDATE:

Sharon Nelson reports the Transform Wisconsin Fund, administered by the Wisconsin Clearinghouse for Prevention Resources and funded by a Centers for Disease Control and Prevention Community Transformation Grant, is committing $6.6 million over 26 months to community coalitions and partnerships.  The goal is to promote healthy environments that help Wisconsinites make healthy choices and therefore prevent chronic diseases.  The initiative focuses on three strategic directions: tobacco-free/smoke free multi-unit housing; food system (farm to school), active communities (open gyms).  There are two types of grants available: Transformation Grant”(up to 4 awarded)which targets all three initiatives and the second grant available is the Impact Grant (up to 30 awarded)which targets one of the three initiatives.  7C’s Health initiative (Monroe County) is applying for the Tobacco Free Grant and Tomah/Sparta /Norwalk, Ontario & Wilton Schools is applying for the Food System Grant.  Each application is requesting $160,000 over a 26 month period.  For more information and to vote for a grant application visit www.transformwi.com.  It is anticipated awards will be announced by mid-July.
