REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the July 9, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Kristy Brown, seconded by Marlene Sund to approve minutes.   Motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHER: 
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $13,265.59 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $992.15 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Marlene Sund to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  Mary Cook arrived at 9:10 am.

Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports.
PROGRAM REPORTS:

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  


Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.
COMMUNITY TRANSFORMATION GRANT UPDATE:

Sharon informed board members that Monroe County has been fortunate to have been awarded two Community Transformation Grants CTG).  Intended to create healthier environments, grant applications were to address one of the following initiatives:  smoke-free air, fresh fruits and vegetables, or safe places for activity.  Thirty grants were awarded throughout the states, including Monroe County, are receiving Transform Wisconsin grant funds.  In collaboration with the 7 C’s Health Initiative, Monroe County Health Department will be working with property managers and landlords on policy change, to voluntarily offer smoke- free housing upon rental with overall goal to promote smoke-free multi-unit housing.   Sharon reports that she has discussed the CTG with the Administrator and has received approval to have a dedicated 16 hour per week project staff person working to promote this initiative. This is a 26 month grant.The Farm to School grant, awarded to the Sparta, Tomah and Norwalk-Ontario-Wilton school districts, will partner with Monroe On the Go coalition to improve access to fresh fruits and vegetables within those school districts.
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2012 FLU VACCINE CHARGES:

Sharon reported that the Health Department has ordered 1500 doses of influenza vaccine at a cost of approximately $11.00 per dose, which does not account for supplies or staff time.  In an effort to be comparable with fees charged by other providers, Sharon proposed that the board consider an increase in charges for influenza vaccinations from $22.00 to $25.00 per dose.  She noted that pneumonia vaccinations are also available and that charges remain at $50.00 per dose.  Fees for both vaccines are reimbursable through Medicare, Medical Assistance and most third party private insurances. Sharon pointed out that the Centers for Disease Control recommends all persons six months of age and older should be vaccinated for influenza.  Vaccine for children (those younger than 19 years of age) is provided free of charge from the State. Motion made by Jim Rice, seconded by Kristy Brown to increase influenza vaccination charges to $25.00; motion carried.
2013 BUDGET REVIEW:
Sharon distributed to board members, copies of the 2013 budget for the Health Department.  Revenues and expenditures for Public Health, WIC and the Loan Closet were reviewed and discussed.  Sharon will forward the 2013 budget to Cathy Schmit, County Administrator following this meeting
PERSONNEL MATTERS-MED RECORD TECH RETIREMENT:


Sharon informed Board of Health members that on July 27, 2012, she received a letter of resignation from Cheryl VonRuden, Medical Records Technician. Sharon notified Cathy Schmit, County Administrator, regarding such and requested permission to refill this position at 20 hours per week which was subsequently approved by Cathy.  Sharon read Cheryl’s letter to the board and advised that her final date of employment would be September 26, 2012.
