REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the September10, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Jim Rice, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve minutes.   Motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHER: 
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $6765.56 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $6.95 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve expenses as presented; motion carried. 
BUDGET REPORTS:


Sharon Nelson presented current budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  Sharon requested a public health expenditure line item change as follows:  $3000.00 from 24.460.54100.261-preventive programs, to 24.460.54100.337-mileage. Motion made by Marlene Sund seconded by Emma Ledbetter to approve line item transfer; motion carried.
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.
STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  


Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.
2012-2014 COMMUNITY TRANSFORMATION GRANT AWARD:



Sharon reviewed with board members one of the Wisconsin Community Transformation Grants which has been awarded to Monroe County as a subcontract with La Crosse County Health Department.  This grant will work with property managers and landlords on policy change, to voluntarily offer smoke-free housing upon rental. This is a 26 month grant which began in August 2012, working in collaboration with LaCrosse County Health Department. Finally, Sharon directed board member’s attention to a display board comprised of other tobacco products (OTP) which are often mistaken for candy or other benign products.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to subcontract with LaCrosse County Health Department to implement the Community Transformation Grant; motion carried.  
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7C’S HEALTH INITIATIVE UPDATE:

Sharon introduced Judi Zabel, Health Educator, La Crosse County Health Department.  Judi is currently working with the 7C’s Health Initiative, a collaborative effort between the seven counties of Buffalo, Trempealeau, Jackson, Monroe, LaCrosse, Vernon and Crawford.  Similar to the display board of OTP that Sharon presented, Judi also shared with board members additional OTP that are available and uniquely marketed to youth.  Judi noted that the 7 C’s have been working towards building new partnerships to promote smoke-free housing and integrate policies into communities to promote positive lifestyle choices.  Judi also noted that the coalition remains involved with FACT (fighting against corporate tobacco), which is a youth-led tobacco prevention movement that exposes the FACTs behind the tobacco industry's manipulations and empowers youth to take action and create change. Judi distributed a handout entitled Clear Gains in Smoke-Free Housing which focused on the many positive effects that smoke-free housing affords both tenants and landlords.  Sharon provided mailers which will be sent out to all residents of Monroe County on behalf of the 7 C’s.  Judi shared the intent of the mailer is to heighten awareness of OTP and to invite county residents to join in partnering with the 7C’, Monroe County Health Department and Transform Wisconsin to build a healthier Monroe County.

2013 GRANTS AND CONTRACT UPDATES:

Sharon informed the board that information regarding allocations for the 2013 grants and contracts is still pending; notifications were to have been made September 14, 2012.  She noted that, preliminarily, lead funding will be available only through 2013; maternal child health programs are anticipated to be decreased slightly in funding; radon funding has been eliminated for 2013; and the Wisconsin Well Woman program may see a reduction for funding in the upcoming year.
