REVIEW OF MINUTES:

2013 CDC INFRASTRUCTURE GRANT APPLICATION:


Sharon advised board members that the Health Department has submitted its application for a $10,000.00 CDC Public Health Infrastructure grant. If awarded, this grant cycle would run from January 1 through September 30, 2013 and would allow the Health Department to move forward with the accreditation process.  As a means of putting this process into perspective, Sharon provided board members with a handout summarizing voluntary public health accreditation and the requirements necessary to achieve this status. Sharon noted that acknowledgment of grant awards should be made by the end of the year.   
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2013 DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION GRANT APPLICATION:
Sharon informed board members that the Health Department is in the process of applying for another grant from the Department of Transportation.  If successful, the intent would be to purchase additional carseats. Attendance at the annual Governor’s Safety Conference (by the Health Department’s Child Passenger Safety Technicians) is a grant requirement.  Sharon noted that there is a possibility of securing up to $5000.00 and that notification of grant awards should be known in January.  The Health Department continues to work in collaboration with the Monroe County Carseat coalition and local car dealerships in offering carseat safety checks.
