Brush is a landfill-banned item according WDNR code.  Both Tomah and Sparta have WDNR permits to run sites, however only for their city limit residents.

All other townships and municipalities have several self-removal options:
· removing brush to your rural woods, 
· bundling wood and brush for camping or ordinance legal fire pits (check for burn bans in your municipality)
· self-chipping the branches and composting the chips, or 
· calling one of many tree services in the area for a fee.  The below listing is not in any specific order and we do not endorse any of these tree services over another.
