REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the January 14, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Kristy Brown, seconded by Emma Ledbetter to approve minutes.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER:

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

Sharon updated the board on tobacco-related issues including progress being made with the Community Transformation Grant.  Sharon noted that Cid Martland, Health Educator, has had success in getting a realtor signed on with the smoke-free housing initiative.  Cid continues to pursue outreach and education efforts with landlords, realtors, and lending institutions.  Sharon provided board members with handouts including the Seven C’s e-Updates, featuring a segment on Cid Martland’s Smoke Free Multi-Unit Housing Initiative; and an article from the Journal/Sentinel addressing the impact of smoking/tobacco use in Wisconsin and the need for increased funding for smoking prevention and cessation efforts.  She also referenced a letter to the editor in the Tomah Journal, from Police Chief Wes Revels, addressing teen tobacco use and the impact that decreased budgets have had on the ability to promote smoking cessation and provide education on the detrimental effects of tobacco use. 

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.

2013 WIC PROGRAM UPDATE:  
Sharon introduced Patty Hagen, RD, WIC Coordinator/Nutritionist who shared concerns related to local and statewide trends of decreasing WIC participation rates; Patty offered speculation on possible contributing factors. She also noted that the Wisconsin WIC Association is developing marketing strategies specific to this issue. Patty and Sharon have discussed approaches to help determine the nature of this problem locally. Strategies to include one or more of the following:  conducting a survey of participants on barriers for keeping appointments; utilizing available computer software for contacting participants with reminders of appointment times/dates; and possibly offering an on-line option for meeting the educational component participants are required to receive. Patty distributed handouts to board members which included an overview of WIC and information detailing WIC income eligibility guidelines and statistics; WIC approved foods; caseload trends and clinic flow; and the new “Being Person-Centered” concept which WIC is embracing.
