REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the January 12, 2015 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve minutes as presented; motion carried.

BUDGET REPORTS:
Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.       
STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT: Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.                                                
FARM AND COMMUNITY SAFETY GRANT:   

Sharon advised that the health department has been awarded a $500.00 grant from Wal-Mart; funding will be used to offset the cost of educational materials needed for the Farm and Community Safety Day camp.  Sharon noted that the health department, in collaboration with community partners, facilitates a Farm and Community Safety Day to increase knowledge and improve individual safety practices among youth in one Monroe County school annually.  Sharon will present at Finance Committee. Motion made by Dean Peterson, seconded by Kristy Brown to accept Wal-Mart grant funding in the amount of $500.00; motion carried.

REMEMBERING JESSEE PARKER, INC. GRANT:  

Sharon informed board members of a $3500.00 grant award the health department has received from the “Remembering Jesse Parker, Inc.” memorial.  Sharon noted that the award was a result of correspondence with Dr. Scott Nicol, DDS, memorial committee representative, who again encouraged the Health Department to apply for this grant.  Sharon shared with board members the letter from Dr. Nicol notifying her of the funding.  Grant dollars will be used to purchase Pack & Play cribs, car seats, and other infant/child safety items for qualified families.  
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Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion made by Dean Peterson, seconded by Emma Ledbetter to accept grant funding in the amount of $3500.00; motion carried.

COMMUNITY HEALTH EDUCATOR (CHE) NEW POSITION ANALYSIS:  
Sharon reviewed with board members the New Position Analysis for the Community Health Educator (CHE). Sharon noted that the position will be 28 hours per week with a focus, in part, on community needs assessments, provision of community based health education and grant writing among other responsibilities. Sharon distributed copies of the resolution establishing a part-time CHE position in the health department for board member review.  She will present at the Personnel and Finance committees and to the County Board.  Motion made by Gene Treu, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve the resolution; motion carried.
2015 COMPASS NOW NEEDS ASSESSMENT UPDATE:
Sharon updated board members on the status of the 2015 Compass Now Community Needs Assessment, facilitated by the Great Rivers United Way (GRUW), noting that the health department continues to collaborate with area hospitals, clinics and local health departments in Vernon, LaCrosse, Trempealeau and Houston, MN counties in this process.  Sharon provided board members with a copy of the power point, presented at the January 27, 2015 COMPASS NOW meeting, highlighting what a needs assessment consists of and how GRUW works to identify and define county-specific issues and how they impact communities.  All data collected will be reviewed and collated in order to complete and publish a comprehensive county-specific community needs assessment by fall 2015.
