REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the December 10, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Kristy Brown, seconded by Emma Ledbetter to approve minutes.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER: 
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $5343.77 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $313.15 were also submitted. Motion made by Mary Cook, seconded by Emma Ledbetter to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  

BUDGET REPORTS:		
Sharon Nelson presented current budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet Programs to the Board.  Sharon requested public health expenditure line item changes as follows:  $305.00 from 24.460.54100.313–printing to the following:  $225.00 24.460.54100.262–block grant supplies and $80.00 24.460.54100.342-medical supplies. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Mary Cook to approve line item transfers; motion carried.  Sharon reports the Administrator is aware and supports line item transfers.

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.

TRANSFORM WISCONSIN GRANT:
Sharon reviewed with board members the Wisconsin Community Transformation grant awarded to Monroe County.  The intent of this 26 month grant, which began in August, is to work with property managers and landlords on policy change to voluntarily offer smoke-free housing upon rental.  Sharon introduced Cid Martland, Health Educator, to provide an update on her work with this project.  Cid informed board members that she continues to move forward with outreach and education efforts targeted towards landlords, realtors, and lending institutions.  Cid directed board members to a display board which she created to strengthen her education efforts, noting that the targeted audience for this project is owners of multi-unit housing complexes with four or more rental units.
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TRANSFORM WISCONSIN GRANT (CONT’D):
Sharon distributed a handout entitled Clear Gains In Smoke-Free Housing which focused on the many positive effects that smoke-free housing affords both tenants and landlords.

2013 WALMART FOUNDATION GRANT AWARD:
	Sharon informed the board that the Health Department has received a $500.00 Wal-Mart Foundation grant.  She noted that these monies will be applied to stipends and the purchase of education materials for the Farm and Community Safety Day camp to be held later this year.  Health Department nursing staff will coordinate the day camp with a focus on prevention of injury and death.   Sharon will present the budgetary adjustment to the Finance Committee on Wednesday. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Marlene Sund to accept the Wal-Mart Foundation Grant funding in the amount of $500.00; motion carried.  

2013 INFRASTRUCTURE GRANT AWARD:
Sharon informed board members that the Health Department has been awarded a $10,000.00 CDC infrastructure grant.  This grant will enhance the capacity of the Health Department to continue moving towards voluntary national accreditation.  Monroe County will plan to subcontract with LaCrosse County Health Department to assist with this process.  Sharon noted that Monroe County’s award is just one of 26 awarded throughout the state.  Sharon will present the budgetary adjustment to the Finance Committee on Wednesday.  Motion made by Kristy Brown, seconded by Dean Peterson to accept CDC Infrastructure Grant funding in the amount of $10,000.00; motion carried.

WI WELL WOMAN PROGRAM POLICY & PROCEDURE REVISION:
Sharon distributed copies of the WI Well Woman Program Policy and Procedure for board member’s review.  Specifically, she noted that the area highlighted in yellow was a revision to the policy and asked for approval of this change in procedure for recall and follow-up of Wisconsin Well Woman clients.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Mary Cook to accept revision as noted; motion carried.  

CORRESPONDENCE: DPH ADMINISTRATION:
Sharon discussed with board members the outcome of her visit with Karen McKeown, Administrator, Division of Public Health.  Accompanied by Lieske Giese, Division of Public Health, Western Region Director, Karen made an on-site visit to the Health Department on December 11, 2012.  Sharon provided her with background information on Monroe County and the Health Department.  She also offered suggestions on how the State might assist the Health Department in some of the challenges currently being faced.  Sharon received correspondence from both Karen and Lieske subsequent to their visit, thanking the Health Department for hosting, and a notation from Karen that she would pursue follow-up on the suggestions which Sharon offered.  
Sharon noted that she attended the Frac Sand Mining meeting held in LaCrosse County on December 11, 2012.  Representatives from the Wisconsin Department of Health Services (DHS), Department of Natural Resources (DNR) and Division of Public Health (DPH) were present to address development of statewide rules and points of clarification concerning frac sand mining.  Sharon distributed a question and answer handout from that evening as well as a fact sheet on Respirable Crystalline Silica from Sand Mining.
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CORRESPONDENCE: CHILD DEATH REVIEW LEGISLATION:
Sharon provided board members with a copy of the letter she sent to area legislators, on their behalf, in support of legislation for a statewide comprehensive and uniform child death review system.  She also distributed copies of the correspondence received from Jennifer Shilling, State Senator, in response to the letter of support.
