TIME AND PLACE:	The regular meeting of the Monroe County Board of Health was called to order by Bob Retzlaff  at 9:03 a.m. Monday, July 8, 2013 in Room 409 of the Community Services Center, Bldg A, 14301 County Hwy B, Sparta.

REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the June 10, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Mary Cook to approve minutes as written.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER:
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $3579.43 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $504.24 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Mary Cook to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.

BUDGET REPORTS:	
Sharon Nelson presented current budget reports and informed the board that she would be bringing the 2014 budget to the August 12th meeting for their review.
 

PROGRAM REPORTS:	
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.  Sharon advised that there is the potential for program changes in 2014 and will keep the board apprised of such.

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  
	Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.
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VACCINES FOR CHILDREN (VFC) IMMUNIZATION ONSITE AUDIT, WISCONSIN DIVISION OF PUBLIC HEALTH:  
Sharon informed board members of the Vaccines for Children (VFC) Immunization onsite audit conducted at the health department on June 13, 2013.  Guiding the audit were representatives from both the regional office in Eau Claire and central office in Madison. Sharon noted that components of  the 14 page audit included review of the health department’s immunization policy and procedure, consent forms and record keeping for refrigerator and freezer temperatures; assurance of a refrigerator/freezer alarm system; and auditor cross-checking of refrigerator and freezer temperatures against thermometers the health department utilizes for assurances of temperature control.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sharon was pleased to report that no recommendations or citations were issued.

COLLABORATIVE PERTUSSIS PREVENTION GRANT, SCENIC RIVERS AREA HEALTH CENTERS (AHEC) AWARD:  
Sharon reported that Monroe, Jackson and LaCrosse County Health Departments collaborated on, applied for, and were subsequently awarded a $5000.00 Scenic Rivers Area Health Centers (AHEC) grant to promote vaccination against pertussis (whooping cough).  Sharon shared national, state and local statistics on pertussis cases advising that despite a downward trend in cases, the incidence is still high.  As part of an educational campaign to begin in September, Monroe County will have billboards placed in Sparta and Tomah and press releases focusing on educating the public about pertussis and the importance of receiving pertussis vaccination. Pertussis vaccination will be offered through the local health departments.  Sharon noted that LaCrosse County will serve as the fiscal agent.

SAFETY FOR ALL KIDS (SAK) PACK PROGRAM:  
Sharon introduced Jennifer Pederson, Public Health Nurse.  Jennifer summarized the Safety for All Kids (SAK) Pack policy and procedure noting that the purpose of this program is to prevent childhood injury by providing safety devices and education to eligible participants.  Eligible participants are pregnant women in their third trimester and/or parents of children less than 4 years of age whose income is at or below 185% of the federal poverty level. Participants are asked to complete a pre -SAK Pack issuance survey as a means of assessing their home safety knowledge and safety device use.  Within two months of issuing SAK Pack, a post-survey is conducted to reinforce use of child safety devices and seek input on program satisfaction.  Motion by Emma 
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Ledbetter, seconded by James Rice approving the SAK Pack Program policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
CRIBS FOR KIDS POLICY/PROCEDURE: 
Jennifer Pederson, Public Health Nurse, reviewed with board members the Cribs for Kids policy and procedure advising that the goal of the program is to assure a safe sleep environment for infants and subsequently reduce their risk of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS).  Jennifer noted that the health department will issue Graco Pack ‘n Play cribs to eligible families completing training on infant safe sleep practices. Eligible participants include those whose income is at or below 185% of the federal poverty level, pregnant women in their third trimester, and parents of infants less than 1 year of age.  Education is provided by way of participant(s) completing the SIDS and Safe-Sleep questionnaire, 
viewing a video on safe-sleep practices and demonstrating proper crib set-up procedures.  Participants are contacted three months after crib issuance to review information presented at initial visit.  Jennifer demonstrated use of the Graco Pack ‘n Play crib and shared participant comments regarding their appreciation of the program.  Motion by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson approving the Cribs for Kids program policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL MATTERS – MEDICAL TRANSCRIPTIONIST/CLERK UPDATE:
Sharon informed board members that interviews for the 20 hour per week medical transcriptionist position have been completed and that Personnel Director, Ken Kittleson, is in the process of checking interviewee references.  Sharon anticipates having new employee begin work within in the next couple of weeks.
