REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the May 13, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Bruce Humphrey to approve minutes as written.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER:
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $7093.27 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $1893.78 were also submitted. Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Emma Ledbetter to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Sharon Nelson presented the program reports.

WOMEN, INFANTS AND CHILDREN (WIC) DIVISION OF PUBLIC HEALTH (DPH) ONSITE:  
Sharon reports the Western DPH WIC Regional Office conducted an onsite WIC management evaluation visit on April 3, 2013 and financial assessment on May 10, 2013.  Overall, WIC program staff continues to provide strong, high quality and excellent WIC services to families in Monroe County.  The summary of findings indicated many areas of commendation, four areas needing attention and zero corrective actions.  The purpose of WIC is to promote and maintain the health and well-being of nutritionally at-risk pregnant, breastfeeding and postpartum women, infants and children. WIC provides supplemental nutritious foods, nutrition and breastfeeding information, and referral to other health and nutrition services. 

2013 WIC BUDGET ALLOCATION:  
Sharon reports receiving correspondence on May 20, 2013 from WI DPH/WIC program notifying the Health Department of the 2013 WIC budget allocation.  The 2013 DPH WIC allocation represents a decrease in funding of $3593 and participant count, with a contracted caseload of 890 participants; however, WIC anticipates an increase in lead revenue.  Overall, the 2013 WIC budget will increase by $1,007.00.  Motion by Bruce Humphrey, second by Dean Peterson to approve the 2013 WIC budgetary adjustment as presented.  Motion carried.

WI WELL WOMAN PROGRAM (WWWP):  
Sharon reports current WWWP provider agreement that was set to expire on June 30, 2013 is extended to December 31, 2013.  The state WWWP will receive a report from the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) as to future funding.  Overall, the state WWWP has provided more than 450,000 breast and cervical cancer screenings and diagnostic services to more than 70,000 women since 1994.  The need for WWWP screening services continue to grow as Monroe County enrolls approximately 75 -110 women annually for the past 19 years.  Sharon reviewed WWWP services, payment of services and specific screening covered.
CHILD PASSENGER SAFETY PROGRAM (CPSP) POLICY AND PROCEDURE:  
Sharon introduced Ann Anderson, RN.  Ann summarized the CPSP which ensures correct child passenger safety seats are properly installed in vehicles, as well as the educational information provided to eligible recipients.  Sharon and Ann also discussed the Department of Transportation Car Seat Program, as well as the Monroe County Car Seat Coalition.  Motion by Bruce Humphrey, second by James Rice approving the Health Department’s Child Passenger Safety Program policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
ADJOURNMENT:	The next Board of Health meeting will be held on July 8, 2013 at 9:00 a.m. in Room 409 of the Community Services Building.  Motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:06 a.m. by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson; motion carried.
