1. The meeting was called to order at 1:05 PM.
2.  July 9, 2013 minutes were approved by Gene Treu, Seconded by Al Hoff.  All in favor. Motion Carried.
3. Register of Deeds Office back-scanning/redaction update.  Deb reported records have been online since October 13, 2013.  Records back as far as March 2009 are available.  1000 back-scanned documents per day are added to the site.  We would like to back-scan to at least 1935 because that is the earliest extent at which redaction would be necessary.  It is believed that there will be enough redaction fee money to accomplish this.  It is hard to estimate because it depends on how many documents will need to be redacted and the older documents to be scanned are not as uniform in style etc.  At this time the digital tract index through GCS goes back to 1994.  Over $800 in sales so far via online purchases.  We will consider spending money to have our paper tract scanned via Source Code and that will be a topic for the next meeting.  Representatives for Source Code are coming tomorrow to discuss the process and fees.
4. GCS Web Portal.  The portal is now fully functional.  A small adjustment was made so that searches do not pull up former owner by default.  

5. ADC WGXtreme. The site is fully integrated with the GCS webportal.  Default searches now link to 2014 instead of 2013 to better match the mapping rather than 2013 which is the default in the GCS web portal.
6. Section Corner Project Update. 17 of 31 are complete in phase two of the project.  14 left little progress in the last three months due to a harsh winter.

7. GeoComm Proposal. They have been hired to fix errors in the road centerline file so that it can be used for mobile applications.  GeoComm did a data audit and they are fixing the errors.  In the future they will check other files for errors that pertain to the files used in GeoComm and make adjustments to the data.  The project will be paid for via retained fees per County Administrator.

8. 2013 ACT 20 / WLIP. Noted that the Land Records Modernization plan will have to be updated on a more frequent basis in the future.  Developments in the state wide parcel mapping program through the DOA have been slow in coming.  Jeremiah is waiting to hear what the standards will be to see how it may affect which tax parcel attributes we maintain.

9. Wisconsin Geospatial Information Strategy Summit.  Jeremiah attended in January.  A group of people are being put together to set forth a plan to present to the State in the hopes that they will plan for the future Geospatial needs of the state Post 2013 Act 20.  This affects the availability and distribution and purposed money Post 2015.
10. 2015 WROC.  We have signed letter of intent to take part in this program which will provide at a minimum 12” county wide aerial imagery.  Some municipalities are going to get higher resolution.  Exact costs will be determined in the future we have budgeted for this by building up our WLIP money reserves.

11. Future Section Corner Maintenance Project. Gary has decided to keep the budget the same for now and continue maintaining the corners without any additional contracting of work.  Last year he completed 69 corners.

12. Potential Migration of Monroe County GIS data to the Parcel Fabric.  Process allows for easier maintenance of parcels in GIS, but our section corner Grid needs to be complete and data needs to be more refined it is a slow process to convert so this will be a long range goal or project that is on hold at the moment.  It would not be possible to convert all of our data in-house for this project due to time constraints.

13. Rural Address Program.  According to John Mehtala, Randy Williams who was not present, has indicated interest in members of dispatch taking over addressing responsibilities which are not the responsibility of the Emergency Manager.  Discussion of the possibility that zoning may be a better fit for addressing than dispatch.  Suggestion to inquire as to the interest of Zoning in handling addressing responsibilities.
14. New Business. The 2014 WLIP Base Budget Grant application for Monroe County was accepted and we will likely receive the money totaling $12,066 in August.  The 2013 County Retained Fee Grant Report has already been completed and submitted to the DOA.
