1. The meeting was called to order at 1:07 PM.
2.  March 11, 2014 minutes were approved by Gene Treu, Seconded by Cindy Zinke.  All in favor. Motion Carried.
3. Register of Deeds Office back-scanning/redaction (Source Code Systems).  Source Code Systems was selected to continue the back-scanning/redaction project to 1935 as their bid was sixty-two thousand less than the vendor used for back-scanning and redaction back to 1980.  This bid does not include meals and lodging, but nonetheless it is dramatically less even when that is figured in.  They had good reviews from other counties whom have used their service.  Right now online documents are available back to 2006.  After our last meeting we were to discuss scanning of our tract index but it was determined that it would be incompatible with our existing scans.  A bid was then shared that it will cost 13,992.16 to index the already back-scanned documents into a format compatible with our tract index.  The tract index identifies documents by volume and page or deed and page for example rather than document number.  The prior project back to 1980 used document numbers only and thus they are not useful with the existing tract index.  It would make sense to work on this project after the current redaction/back-scanning occurs.  Gene made a motion to approve that expenditure and Deb seconded it.  All in favor. Motion Carried.  After the indexing we can revisit the scanning of our tract indexes. Which will then be useful with all of our back-scanned documents from 1935-1996.
4. Section Corner Project Update. 19 of 31 are complete in phase two of the project.  12 remain with little progress in the last two months due to a late arriving spring and very wet weather.  One of the section corners may remain under water for some time due to its proximity to the Black River.
5. GeoComm GIS updates and Maintenance for E911. GeoComm is working on one of the last layers before they wrap up the project which will cost $6,719.  Maintenance procedures can then be determined and commence. 
6. Statewide Parcel Map Database Project.  The Wisconsin Department of Administration has secured the services of the State Cartographer’s Office to begin the Version 1 Statewide Parcel Map Database Project based on Link Wisconsin Enhanced Broadband Mapping project.  They will use that other project as a template and something to learn from about what worked and did not.  Details will be forthcoming and some may come out at the next WLIA meeting which is June 5th.  

7. 2015 Wisconsin Regional Orthophotography Consortium (WROC) Project Update.  They had a webinar last Thursday.  If we get 12” resolution imagery the costs will be around $58,500 with 50% due around May/June of next year.  Costs will not rise above this but may come down with greater participation.

8. Old Business…Discussed council qualification for per diems for citizen members.  We are attempting to get on the Administrative Committee Agenda to discuss this.  Snowmobile trail maintenance and availability was discussed it is part of the GeoComm maintenance Project.

9. New Business…ATV trails may be a data set that warrants consideration for development as parts of Monroe County are being added to the trail system.  This layer could be useful for Dispatch/Sheriff’s Dept…Possibility of old Tax Rolls being scanned for curative and ease of search but this may occur under the new county paperless project.  No dates were set for the next meeting, but it will likely occur in the fall after enough new topics have arose.
