REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the February 11, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Jim Rice, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve minutes.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER: 
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $1359.92 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $350.00 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Bruce Humphrey to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  

BUDGET REPORTS:		 Sharon presented the 2012 final year-end and 2013 budgets

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.  Sharon provided and reviewed with board members a handout on reported influenza related hospitalizations in Wisconsin from 2009 to present.

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.

REMEMBERING JESSE PARKER, INC. GRANT:	
 Sharon informed board members of a $3500.00 grant the Health Department has received from the “Remembering Jesse Parker, Inc.” memorial.  She reports the award was a result of correspondence with Dr. Scott Nicol, DDS, representative of this memorial, who encouraged the Health Department to apply for this grant.  Sharon’s discussion with Dr. Nicol related to maternal/child health (MCH) and injury prevention programs available through the Health Department. Grant dollars will be directed towards the Cribs for Kids program in order to purchase Pack & Play cribs and Halo sleep sacks, assuring safe infant sleep environments/practices.  Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson to accept grant funding in the amount of $3500.00; motion carried.

2012 ANNUAL REPORT:  
Sharon distributed and reviewed with board members the Health Department’s 2012             Annual Report.  She stated that the report focuses on the CDC’s Ten Essential Services of Public Health which provides a working definition of public health and a guiding framework for the responsibilities of local public health systems. 
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Identified in this report were the major accomplishments achieved in 2012, public health interventions for protecting the community from communicable disease and potential health hazards in the environment, preventing and controlling chronic or acute illness, preventing injuries, assuring public health preparedness and promoting and encouraging healthy behaviors.  Funding information included budgeted and actual expenditures and revenues.  Sharon reports that the annual report will be forwarded to the WI Division of Public Health, Eau Claire regional office in compliance with WI Statutes 251.06(3) (h), as well as, the county administrator, county board supervisors, healthcare providers, libraries, schools, other local health departments and institutes of higher learning.  The annual report will also be will be available on the county website under Health Department.  Sharon thanked the BOH for their support as well as the dedicated Health Department staff.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Bruce Humphrey to approve the Annual Report as presented; motion carried.

PERSONAL SAFETY POLICY/PROCEDURE:
Sharon provided board members with copies of a personal safety policy titled Monroe County Health Department Employees and Clients Policy and Procedure for board member’s review, noting that department policies are to be reviewed every five years.  Pam summarized policy and procedure content.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to accept policy and procedures as presented; motion carried.

MEDICAL TRANSCRIPTIONIST/CLERK:
Sharon informed Board of Health members that on February 11, 2013, she received a letter of retirement from Lois Bloom, Medical Transcriptionist/Clerk. Sharon notified Cathy Schmit, County Administrator, regarding such and requested authorization to restructure office support staff hours based on work load and job responsibilities. Sharon proposed decreasing the Medical Transcriptionist/Clerk position from 40 to 20 hours per week and increasing the Medical Records Technician from 20 to 40 hours per week, thereby maintaining the current number of total hours available between these positions. Restructuring recommendation was approved by the Administrator and forwarded to Personal.  Sharon read Lois’s letter to the board and advised that her final date of employment would be April 15, 2013.

UW-EAU CLAIRE COLLEGE OF NURSING & HEALTH SCIENCE AGREEMENT:
Sharon reports having received correspondence from UW-Eau Claire College of Nursing and Health Science regarding the Health Department’s interest in serving as a clinical/preceptor site for their nursing program.  Sharon requested, and subsequently received, course objectives and a memorandum of understanding from the school’s clinical agency coordinator.  Motion made by Jim Rice, seconded by Kristy Brown to serve as a clinical site for UW-Eau Claire College of Nursing and Health Science students; motion carried.
