REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the February 8, 2016 meeting were reviewed as presented. Motion by Jim Rice, seconded by Wade Blackdeer to approve minutes as presented; motion carried.
BUDGET REPORTS:
Sharon presented the 2015 final year-end and current 2016 budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.       
STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT: Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage reports.                                                

DNR ANNUAL TRANSIENT NON-COMMUNTY (TNC) ANNUAL ONSITE REVIEW REPORT:


Sharon informed board members that the health department has successfully completed another year of transient non-community (TNC) well water testing. Establishments meeting TNC criteria are those that serve at least 25 people, 60 days per year. Sharon noted that three DNR representatives were on-site February 17, 2016 for the annual TNC review. Pam summarized the visit noting that all DNR requirements had been met. A follow up letter, highlighting the findings, was sent to Sharon.  In part, the letter stated that DNR staff reviewed sampling history noting that there were no monitoring violations, that sampling was done in a timely manner and that more than 20% of the wells had sanitary surveys conducted as per requirement. The DNR concluded their letter by stating that the health department had successfully implemented and fulfilled all of their contractual obligations for 2015 and extended their appreciation for efforts made to assure safe drinking water for the public.  
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NOTICE OF BUDGETARY ADJUSTMENT – RADON, ADULT IMMUNIZATIONS, PREPAREDNESS:
Sharon informed the board of the receipt of additional public health funding as follows:  $3500.00 from the Department of Health Services (DHS) for radon education, outreach and testing; $3582.00 for Adult Immunizations, working with healthcare providers to focus on improving the rates of tetanus, diphtheria and acellular pertussis (Tdap) in the adult population;  and $1750.00 from DHS and Division of Public Health Preparedness to support staff education and training at a number of conferences.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to accept Radon grant funding in the amount of $3500.00, Adult Immunization funding in the amount of $3582.00, and Preparedness funding in the amount of $1750.00; motion carried.

ANNUAL REPORT:
Sharon distributed and reviewed with board members the health department’s 2015 Annual Report noting that the report focuses on the CDC’s Ten Essential Services of Public Health.  These services provide a working definition of public health and a guiding framework for the responsibilities of local health departments. Identified in the annual report are the major accomplishments achieved in 2015 including public health interventions for protecting the community from communicable disease and potential health hazards in the environment, preventing and controlling chronic or acute illness, preventing injuries, assuring public health preparedness and promoting and encouraging healthy behaviors.  Funding information included budgeted and actual expenditures and revenues.  
In compliance with WI Statutes 251.06(3) (h), the annual report will be forwarded to the Department of Health Services, WI Division of Public Health, Eau Claire regional office. Additional recipients of the report are the county administrator, county board supervisors, healthcare providers and others.  The annual report will also be will be available on the county website under Health Department.  Sharon acknowledged and thanked the Board of Health for their support, and extended her appreciation to the dedication of the health department staff.  

INSTITUTE FOR WISCONSIN’S HEALTH, HEALTH IMPACT ASSESSMENT:
Sharon reviewed and summarized the findings of the Health Impact Assessment of Industrial Sand Mining in Western Wisconsin, noting the assessment was done secondary to the rapid growth of industrial sand mining in that area.  She stated that the assessment addressed four focus areas:   air quality, water resource, land reclamation and value, and quality of life.  Findings from the study determined that the potential exists for both positive and negative health effects from industrial sand mining. 
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MEETING DATE AND TIME:  

At this time, the Board of Health is not currently scheduled for an April meeting.  Secondary to committee restructuring, health, human services and aging departments will meet as one combined committee, beginning May 2016; date to be determined.
