REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the April 8, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Kristy Brown, seconded by Emma Ledbetter to approve minutes.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER:
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $4974.21 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $690.56 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

COMMUNITY HEALTH IMPROVEMENT PLAN UPDATE:
Sharon updated board members on the Community Health Improvement Process and Plans (CHIPP) meeting held April 25, 2013. Attendees included representatives from the mental health, nutrition and obesity, and prescription drugs and alcohol subgroups, formed as a result of the Great Rivers United Way Community Needs Assessment in 2012.  Natalie Carlisle, Couleecap, Drug Free Communities Coordinator, spoke on behalf of the alcohol and prescription drug workgroup noting that work continues on, among other projects, the Parents Who Host Lose the Most campaign, alcohol compliance checks in Tomah and Sparta, 
“stay sober” messages being promoted in Cashton by their Students Against Drunk Driving (SADD) group, “Medication Take Back Day” held April 27th at various sites in Monroe County, Lunch  and Learn  programs for realtors, and a tri-county (Monroe, 
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Jackson and LaCrosse) media campaign titled “A Prescription for Safe Communities”, aimed at supporting consistent messaging as it relates to medication safety.  Rebecca Brandon, RN, Mayo Clinic Healthcare-Sparta addressed progress being made with the mental health workgroup citing development of mission and vision statements, and hosting a speaker from the National Alliance for Mental Illness (NAMI) at their most recent meeting.  She also noted that plans are underway to draft a letter to mental health service providers regarding barriers to accessing and receiving services. The nutrition and obesity workgroup was represented by Patricia Hagen, RD, Monroe County Health Department, who noted that the group’s focus is primarily on youth. Patricia noted that existing programs including Farm to School efforts, school gardens, and “Active Early/Healthy Bites” (a program which addresses activity and healthy eating for children) are proving to be a nice fit with the workgroup’s agenda.  Additional activities the group anticipates supporting include taste testing at the Sparta Farmers Market and classes on harvesting and canning fruits and vegetables.  Sharon noted that there was interest from members on reconvening annually for similar updates.


CHILDREN & YOUTH WITH SPECIAL HEALTH CARE NEEDS POLICY AND PROCEDURE:  
Sharon introduced Jennifer Pederson, Public Health Nurse. Jennifer summarized the Children and Youth with Special Health Care Needs policy and procedure noting that services are provided to children birth through the age of 21 and that special needs can encompass anything from developmental or physical concerns to behavioral or emotional disabilities.  Jennifer stated that case management services include providing education to families via home visits and/or phone calls, collaborating with healthcare providers and other agencies/organizations/resources dependent on individual needs.  The goal of the program is to obtain optimal care and appropriate resources for children and their parents.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter seconded by Marlene Sund to accept policy and procedures as presented; motion carried.

NOTICE OF BUDGETARY ADJUSTMENT:
Sharon reviewed with board members the recent authorization for restructuring of office support staff hours upon the April retirement of the Medical Transcriptionist.  This person previously had single health insurance and as part of the restructure, the new person has elected to take out family insurance.  As a result $6794.00 from 10.143.51435.392 retirement/fringe pool would need to be transferred to 24.460.54100.150 public health fringe benefits; this budget adjustment will bring the Health Departments fringe/ benefits budget in line for this change.  Sharon will present  the  budgetary  adjustment  at Finance Committee. Motion  made  by
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Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Jim Rice to approve budgetary adjustment in the amount of $6794.00 as presented; motion carried.
