1. Call to Order –
S. Folcey called the meeting to order at 11:00 A.M. 
2. Minutes approval- July 10, 2013  – 

Motion to approve the July 10, 2013 minutes by B. Humphrey, second by A. Hayden, and approved on a 5-0 vote.

3. Voucher and budget review-

Vouchers were circulated and signed by committee members. K. Kittleson discussed the Personnel Department budget and the charges on the vouchers.
Motion to approve vouchers was made by B. Humphrey, second by A. Hayden, and approved on a 5-0 vote.
4. Jailer retirement classification -

J. Curtis presented a power point on case law and definitions regarding protective status within the Wisconsin Retirement System. P. Quirin spoke on behalf of the jailers and gave brief history of the department and expressed the need to keep the jailers under protective status. Others is attendance were acknowledged and shared their opinions on this issue. 
5. Position authorization – Clerk of Courts –

S. Chapiewsky expressed she would like to get an extension to have the Jury/Traffic Office Clerk I vacancy extended for an additional year as it would be eliminated effective 8/31/13 for being vacant for a year per policy.  C. Schmit states if it has been vacant for a year she was not in support of the extension.  Motion to deny the extension of the vacancy for Clerk of Courts by G. Treu, second by B. Humphrey,  and approved on a 3-2 (P. Peterson & S. Folcey).
6. New Position request –

a. Human Services – L. Lazer expressed that this position was contracted through Shelter Care, but in essence was working as a county employee as they were under direct supervision of the county and uses county office and equipment.  K. Kittleson added that a legitimate contractor provides services to other facilities where as this position exclusively works with Monroe County.  L. Lazer mentioned that the cost to the county would be minimal as the money saved through not contracting would cost at most an additional $1,600.  Motion to approve the new position request for a Social Worker I with the Human Services Department approved on a 5-0 vote.
b. Child Support – P. Pipkin gave a brief summary of the need to add additional staff as compared to other counties.  P. Pipkin stated that this position would be completely funded by federal funds and would be no additional cost to Monroe County.  Motion to approve the new position request for a Child Support Specialist with the Child Support Department approved on a 5-0 vote.

c. Highway Department – D. Dickman stated that through the new Highway budget released that Monroe County would receive additional funding from the federal government and could add two Public Works Laborer positions at no additional cost to the county.  Motion to approve the new position request for two Public Works Laborer positions by B. Humphrey, second G. Treu and approved on a 5-0 vote.
7. Pay for Performance Resolution – 

C. Schmit explains this resolution is to allocate funds for the pay for performance system with a maximum of two percent increase to the annual budget for salaries.  Motion to approve the pay for performance resolution by B. Humphrey, second by G. Treu and approved on a 5-0 vote.
8. 2014 Personnel Department budget-

K. Kittleson explains the line items for the budget for 2014.  No action taken.
