No Reservations - Update: Laura brought an update back from questions we had at our last meeting:   Washburn County has a breakfast and Barron County has a salad bar each with no reservations. These projects were grant funded. The committee had asked whether everything gets tossed if it’s been sitting on the salad bar. The Barron County salad bar is able to offer it the next day as a salad for participants but not used on the next salad bar. 
Offering Choice: Laura shared information about the importance of choice and some ways that meal sites are able to offer choice. She shared that she’d heard of a county that offered participants an option of ordering from a restaurant OR the regular meal while at a meal site. 

Meal Comments Sheets:  Meal comment sheets were positive for the most part. Comments to be passed to Sue Davis at the kitchen.
Meal Site Updates:  The Peacock Hideout initially was interested in partnering but has not submitted any menus to move the process further. There is an ad in the paper to see if a restaurant in the Sparta area would be interested in being a Monroe County dining site. A few places have expressed interest. Information will follow as it becomes available.
Miscellaneous:  Laura shared a draft of a “We’ve Missed You” post card that site managers could send to participants that haven’t been attending. Laura shared an idea from one county that invited businesses to send representatives to come serve as hosts at their sites. Could also use clubs or agencies like Rotary or Lions. Laura shared that Mayo Clinic Health System now has a Mobile Kitchen and they are willing to do cooking demos for some of our sites. Laura will work with them to coordinate.
