Nutrition Program Surveys Update: Surveys were uploaded on a web site for GWAAR.  Laura will share the results when she gets them. Entire state is doing the same survey this year. 
Vouchers System:  Laura put out an RFP to local restaurants. Foxhole Pub, Mayo Clinic Healthcare (Sparta Hospital) and Sparta Family Restaurant were the only respondents.  The first two dropped out, but Sparta Family Restaurant is still interested in discussing this opportunity.  Logistics and approval from the state still need to be obtained. If they are still interested once all the guidelines are in place, a contract would be created. The program would begin January first.

Two notices were sent to dining centers to share with participants (June and August), but so far there has been no response from any Monroe County community seniors.  Laura will advertise in the monthly newsletter in hopes of bringing more representatives on board.
Meal Comments Sheets:  Meal comment sheets were positive for the most part. Dijon chicken breast and liver & onions continue to be entrée favorites.  Comments to be passed to Dan Roes at the kitchen.
Meal Site Updates: Norwalk continues to have a quilting club and card playing club.  Some people who attend those also eat at the dining center.  Cataract has a new site manager, Mike Kindt, who has a food service background.  
Miscellaneous:  Laura discussed the possibility of having volunteer drivers available to pick up participants to attend the Tomah and Sparta dining sites.  If it works out, other dining centers might also have the service.  Senior Services has had their information available on the Monroe County web site for several years.  In February of this year, Vicki put the department on Facebook to make us more visible.  The web site has a button to click on that will take the visitor directly to Facebook.  In turn Facebook has a button to click that will take a visitor directly to the web site.  It is hoped that our information will be more accessible to more people as a result.
