REVIEW OF MINUTES:	Minutes of the November 12, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve minutes.   Motion carried.

DEPARTMENT VOUCHER: 
Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $2885.66 which were submitted for approval.  Elan credit card expenses of $50.00 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve expenses as presented; motion carried. 

BUDGET REPORTS:		
Sharon Nelson presented current budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet Programs to the Board.  Sharon requested public health expenditure line item changes as follows:  $165.00 from 24.460.54100.157– employee ed to 24.460.54100.324- dues and $200.00 from 24.460.54100.313- printing to 24.460.54100.337- to mileage.  Motion made by Jim Rice, seconded by Marlene Sund to approve line item transfers; motion carried.  Sharon also requested a WIC expenditure line item change as follows:  $100.00 from 24.464.54130.225-telephone to24.464.54130.313-printing.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Jim Rice to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.  

PROGRAM REPORTS:	Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

STAFF COMP TIME & MILEAGE REPORT:  
	Pam Rainwater presented the staff comp time and mileage report.

CHILD DEATH REVIEW:
	Sharon introduced Jennifer Pederson, Public Health Nurse, to share information on the recently established Child Death Review (CDR) team in Monroe County. Sharon distributed handouts on Child Death Review teams across the state, and county specific child deaths and injury related deaths in children under the age of 18 in Wisconsin.  Jennifer gave a brief CDR overview and the community partners representing the CDR team. 
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	The Children’s Health Alliance of Wisconsin conducted training for the CDR team on December 6, 2012.  The training consisted of how to conduct a CDR, overall goals of understanding how and why the child died; improving child safety, health and protection; and preventing other child injuries and deaths. Implementation of this program is expected to begin in 2013.  The death of a child is a community tragedy.  CDR teams seek to learn from the tragedy in order to prevent it from happening again.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Dean Peterson to endorse Monroe County’s CDR team; motion carried.  Sharon discussed CDR legislation noting that Wisconsin is just one of three states without this legislation.  Such legislation would acknowledge CDR programs, offer consistency and continuity in follow up, and generate changes in health and safety practices at the state level.  Sharon offered to send correspondence to Monroe County legislators, on behalf of the board of health, lending support to this legislation.  Motion by Kristy Brown, seconded by Marlene Sund to support CDR legislation; motion carried. 

2013 PREVENTION GRANT AWARD:
	Sharon advised that the health department has received a prevention grant award in the amount of $4457.00 from the WI Division of Public Health for 2013.  The objective of this grant is allowing the health department to continue working towards voluntary accreditation.  The intent is to develop processes, a database, and /or record-keeping systems to meet public health accreditation documentation standards. The grant will end on August 31, 2013.  Sharon will present at Finance Committee. Motion made by Jim Rice, seconded by Emma Ledbetter approving the Prevention Grant; motion carried.  

DIVISION OF PUBLIC HEALTH ADMINISTRATOR ON-SITE VISIT:
	Sharon informed the board that she was recently contacted by Lieske Giese, Division of Public Health, Western Region Director, for an on-site visit with Karen McKeown, Administrator, Division of Public Health.  The visit has been scheduled for December 11, 2012 with the intent of allowing Karen an opportunity to gain a perspective of public health from the standpoint of a small, rural health department.  Among other topics, Sharon will provide an overview and demographics of Monroe County, address the Health Department’s efforts of moving towards accreditation, the 2012 COMPASS NOW Community Needs Assessment, and the Community Health Improvement Plan for Monroe County.    

LACROSSE COUNTY FRAC SAND MEETING INVITATION:
Sharon distributed a Frac Sand Mining meeting agenda to be held at the LaCrosse County Administrative Center on December 11, 2012. She noted that LaCrosse County will be convening this meeting, bringing together representatives from the Wisconsin Department of Health Services (DHS), Department of Natural Resources (DNR) and Division of Public Health (DPH) to address development of statewide rules and points of clarification concerning frac sand mining.  Sharon distributed the LaCrosse County Notice of Special Meeting handout and the list of questions which have been complied for DHS and DNR administrators to address at that time.  Sharon will be attending this meeting and invited board members to do the same, if interested.
