REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the March 10, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Mary Cook to approve minutes as presented; motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHERS:

Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $4722.61 which were submitted for approval. Motion made by Dean Peterson, seconded by Bruce Humphrey to approve expenses as presented; motion carried. Elan credit card expenses of $991.78 were also submitted. Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.
BUDGET REPORTS:
Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports. 
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

Notice of Budgetary Adjustment – Cribs for Kids, Sparta Eagles Club:
Sharon informed board members that the health department was recently the recipient of a $250.00 check on behalf of the Sparta Eagles Club for the purchase of cribs for income eligible families.
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Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Mary Cook to accept the donation in the amount of $250.00; motion carried.
Notice of Budgetary Adjustment SAK Pack, Tomah Memorial Foundation Board:
Sharon informed board members of a $1500.00 grant the health department has received from the Tomah Memorial Hospital Foundation.  Sharon noted that receipt of funding would allow the health department to continue with the Safety for All Kids (SAK) initiative, a program which was begun in 2013.  Grant dollars will be directed towards purchase of safety devices/items that will help assure safer home environments for income eligible families with young children.  Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson to accept grant funding in the amount of $1500.00; motion carried.
Notice of Budgetary Adjustment WIC, Department of Public Health:  

Sharon reports having received correspondence from the Wisconsin Division of Public Health regarding redistribution of WIC funding; this will result in an increase of $13,864.00 for the WIC budget.  Monies will be applied towards increasing the Clerk/Screener position from 20 to 40 hours per week. Sharon will present at Finance Committee.  Motion by Dean Peterson, seconded by Bruce Humphrey to approve WIC budgetary and staff position adjustments.  Motion carried.
Fiscal Year 2014 Community Support Program Update, Ron Hamilton,

Human Services Director: 



Sharon introduced Ron Hamilton, Director, and Sue Rettler, Clinic Administrator, both from DHS.  Ron provided an overview of the Western Region Integrated Care (WRIC) concept noting that this will change the manner in which community mental services will be provided. Specifically, there will be a regional approach to mental health care within the LaCrosse, Monroe and Jackson county areas.  Sue discussed the Community Services Program (CSP), which will impact the health department, as one which targets individuals (18 years of age and older) with significant mental health issues.  CSP employs a team approach to keeping those individuals in the least restrictive environment in the community.  Under the WRIC concept, slated to begin October 1, 2014, CSP services, including those of the RN currently contracted though the health department, will be contracted through a chosen 
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vendor.  Sharon reiterated that, despite the recent resignation of the CSP nurse, the health department would strive to fulfill the contractual hours to the CSP program to the extent possible.  She also mentioned that this will impact the 2014 Public Health budget.
Community Transformation Grant, Multi-Unit Housing Smoke Free Initiative, Cid Martland, CHE: 

Sharon introduced Cid Martland, CHE, for an update on the Community Transformation Grant, Multi-Unit Housing (MUH) Smoke Free Initiative.  Cid presented a power point synopsizing the work accomplished and achievements to date since launching the initiative 18 months ago.  Cid noted that Monroe County, at this time, has the highest number of units signed up for smoke free MUH in the state.  She encouraged members to visit the Clear Gains website for additional information.

Personnel Update, Medical Transcriptionist/Clerk:

Sharon informed board members that the Medical Transcriptionist/Clerk currently working 20 hours per week each for public health and WIC has chosen to pick up the additional 20 hours per week available with the Clerk/Screener position in WIC. This will result in a 20 hour per week medical transcriptionist/clerk vacancy in public health.  Sharon contacted Cathy Schmit, Administrator, requesting that this position be refilled; authorization granted.  An ad is currently running for the 20 hour per week Medical Transcriptionist/Clerk position with the health department.
