Patty noted that WIC has seen a decrease in participation statewide; subsequently, efforts are being focused on improving the convenience and accessibility for WIC participants.  Locally, WIC is targeting outreach to areas that
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potential participants may frequent such as food pantries, where WIC staff/dietetic students/interns can provide information on food


and nutrition resources and promote healthy eating; clinics; laundromats; and hospitals.  Additional statewide strategies include moving from paper check to electronic benefits transfer (EBT) cards by 2015, and potentially offering on-line capabilities for participants to meet their nutritional education requirements.
