REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 9, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve minutes.   Motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHERS:

Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $6188.38 which were submitted for approval.  Motion made by Dean Peterson, seconded by Bruce Humphrey to approve expenses as presented; motion carried. Elan credit card expenses of $590.72 were also submitted. Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve expenses as presented; motion carried. 
Budget REPORT:


Sharon Nelson presented current budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  Sharon Nelson requested public health expenditure line item transfers for budget year 2013 as follows:  $500 from contracted services 24.460.54100.299 to block grant supplies 24.460.54100.262 and $500 from mileage 24.460.54100.337 to printing 24.460.54100.313.  Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Mary Cook to approve line item transfer; motion carried. Sharon Nelson requested a WIC expenditure line item transfer for budget year 2013 as follows:  $1500.00 from salaries 24.464.46570.110 to fringes 24.464.46570.150.  Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve line item transfer; motion carried. Sharon Nelson requested WIC expenditure line item transfers for budget year 2014 as follows:  $1986.00 from office supplies 24.464.54130.310, $500.00 from nutrition ed supplies 24.464.54130.318, $1500.00 from medical supplies 24.464.54130.342, and $5228.00 from salaries 24.464.54130.110 for a total of $9214.00 to fringes 24.464. 54130.150. ($8834.00) 
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and workman’s comp 24.464.54130.152 ($380.00).  Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Mary Cook to approve line item transfers; motion carried.
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

2013 PRENATAL CARE COORDINATION: (PNCC):


Sharon informed board members of correspondence received on December 31, 2013 from Wisconsin Medicaid Cost Report (WIMCR) Provider Summary for Prenatal Care Coordination (PNCC) calendar year 2008-11 indicating payment due to them in the amount of $2220.23.  Sharon noted the 2012 PNCC WIMCR has not yet been submitted to WIMCR per WIMCR notice.  Correspondence from WIMCR received stated “you still have the opportunity to report your WIMCR cost for 2012 PNCC this year; however, the state has not yet made a decision on when that will take place.  Counties will be notified as soon as the 2014 pick up session for PNCC is scheduled.
2014 WISCONSIN WELL WOMAN PROGRAM (WWWP):

Sharon advised that 2014 will be the final year that Monroe County Health Department (MCHD) will be serving as the local coordinating agency for the Wisconsin Well Woman Program (WWWP).  Sharon noted that, due to funding constraints and changes of the Affordable Care Act, the Department of Health Services is restructuring the program and will rebuild a new provider network consisting of health systems.  Sharon stated that as of June 30, 2014, WWWP Provider Participation agreements expire.  Letters have been sent to providers advising of such.   July 1, 2014 is the begin date of the new provider network with health systems.  January 1, 2014 thru December 31, 2014 is the final year of the current WWWP Local Coordinating Agency Service model.  The last six months of 2014, local health departments will assist with the transition to the new model.
2014 DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION:  

Sharon informed board members that the health department recently applied for and was awarded grant funding from the Department of Transportation (DOT) in the amount of $6000.00.  Award dollars will allow the health department to purchase additional infant, toddler and child car seats which will be available for eligible participants.  Current 2014 budget reflects $4000. Motion made by Bruce Humphrey, seconded by Dean Peterson to accept DOT grant funding in the amount of $6000.00, an increase of $2000 over budget amount; motion carried.
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MATERNAL CHILD HEALTH GRANT:

Sharon introduced public health nurses Becky Campbell and Jennifer Pederson to present information on the Maternal Child Health (MCH) Life Course Model.  Becky provided board members with handouts describing the Life Course model and key concepts of this approach.  Becky noted that the framework for this model centers on the perspective that “today’s experiences and exposures influence tomorrow’s health” and the important role early life events play in shaping an individual’s health.  The interplay of socioeconomic status, environment, health behaviors, stress and nutrition influences health throughout one’s life. They shared the 2013 MCH accomplishments and the MCH goals for 2014.
