REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the June 9, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Jim Rice to approve minutes as presented; motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHERS:

Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $3,027.13 which were submitted for approval. Elan credit card expenses of $2,331.56 were also submitted. Motion made by Marlene Sund, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.

BUDGET REPORTS:
  

Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  Sharon requested a 2014 public health expenditure line item transfer as follows:  $33.00 from Conferences/Seminars 24.460.54100.331 to 24.460.54100.324 Dues.  Motion made by Gene Treu, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve line item transfer; motion carried.  
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES (DHS) 140 REVIEW TOOL – ONSITE JULY 31, 2014:

Sharon informed board members that the health department will be participating in an on-site Department of Health Services (DHS) 140 review on July 31, 2014 at 9am.  She explained that health departments are required to undergo a DHS 140 review every five years to ascertain that they are in compliance with state statutes and administrative rules.  Based on the amount of responsibility and number of services provided, a designation is given as a Level I, II or III health department. Sharon provided board members with handouts on the Wisconsin Division of Public Health Six Required Services of All Local Health Departments Levels I, II, III; Chapter DHS 140 Required Services of Local Health Departments and the DHS 140 Review Tool. Sharon noted that evidence will be presented for the DHS 140 review to support the health department’s provision of all six basic public health services to the 
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community. Seven programs or services which address at least five health priorities identified in the state health plan will also be presented.  Sharon invited board members to attend the review.   

2015 BUDGET PLANNING UPDATE:  

Sharon informed board members of correspondence received from Cathy Schmit, County Administrator, regarding the 2015 budget timeline.  Sharon informed the board of anticipated reductions in funding from the Wisconsin Well Woman, Community Support Program and Children and Youth with Special Healthcare Needs programs for the 2015 calendar year. She noted, however, that the health department will be applying for a radon grant and anticipates additional prevention program funding.  Sharon will present the proposed 2015 budget at the August 11th board of health meeting.  
RECREATIONAL/BEACH WATER RESTRICTED USE/CLOSURE POLICY AND PROCEDURE:
Pam Rainwater summarized the Recreational/Beach 
Water Restricted Use/Closure policy and procedure.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown, approving the policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
