REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the May 12, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve minutes as presented; motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHERS:

Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $4,748.80 which were submitted for approval. Elan credit card expenses of $423.25 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.

BUDGET REPORTS:
Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  
PROGRAM REPORTS:
Sharon Nelson presented the program reports.

2013 LA CROSSE VIRUS ENCEPHALITIS REPORT:

Sharon provided board members with the 2013 Vector-borne Disease Control Activities Report in Western Wisconsin and Southeastern Minnesota report, which Dave Geske had previously sent to her.  Sharon introduced Dave Geske, La Crosse County Vector Control Officer, who presented an update to the board on the La Crosse County Encephalitis program, as well as tick-borne diseases.  Dave noted that Monroe County is just one of six counties that have collaborated on this program, considered a model program in dealing with arboviruses, since its inception in 1980.  Currently, 13 counties collaborate with this program.  Over the years, the number of cases identified has dropped significantly, secondary to enhanced vigilance of breeding habitats and species.  Dave noted the progression of changes in 
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vector habitat (i.e. unrimmed tires, containers with standing water, etc.) and species adaptation and how this has impacted the work that he and his staff do.  Among the number of goals established within this program are abatement of unusued tires and placement of traps to attract mosquitoes in order to reduce their population and monitor viral activity of the eggs.  The Centers for Disease Control estimates the cost to treat just one case of La Crosse virus encephalitis could fund this program for approximately one decade.
WISCONSIN WELL WOMAN PROGRAM (WWWP) RESTRUCTURING UPDATE:  

Sharon presented information on the history of the WWWP to date.  MCHD has been a local coordinating agency since the program began in 1994.  WWWP provides specified breast and cervical cancer screenings to low income, uninsured or underinsured women.  Currently, women served by the screening program are accessing comprehensive coverage through Badgercare or the federal health insurance marketplace.  The restructure consists of Department of Health Services issuing an RFA by 12/1/2014 to select providers who will form a new provider network to be in place by 4/1/15, with the regional service coordination model in place by 4/1/15.  The current service coordination model will end June 30, 2015.  Sharon reports 26 Monroe County women are currently enrolled in WWWP with many other Monroe County women receiving Badgercare or federal health insurance through the marketplace.  In 2013, 100 Monroe County women were enrolled in WWWP.
GOODWILL POLICY/PROCEDURE:
Sharon summarized the Goodwill Policy and procedure.  Motion by Dean Peterson, seconded by Emma Ledbetter, approving the policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
COMPETENT WORKPLACE POLICY/PROCEDURE:
Sharon summarized the Competent Workplace policy and procedure.  Sharon also mentioned the department is in the process of preparing for the DHS 140 review with many documents uploaded to the particular website for review prior to onsite visit of 7/31/14.  Sharon invited the Board of Health to participate.  Motion by Dean Peterson, seconded by Gene Treu, approving the policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
