REVIEW OF MINUTES:
Minutes of the April 14, 2014 meeting were reviewed.  Motion by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Marlene Sund to approve minutes as presented; motion carried.
DEPARTMENT VOUCHERS:

Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $1678.50 which were submitted for approval. Elan credit card expenses of $384.20 were also submitted. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Kristy Brown to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.

BOARD OF HEALTH ORIENTATION:

Sharon distributed, and reviewed with board members, board of health orientation packets citing both historical and statutory public health perspectives.  Packets contained information including, but not limited to, the Mission and Vision statements of the Health Department, Division of Public Health and Health Department organizational charts, required services of local health departments, the history of public health, public health statutes and administrative rules and information on the composition of a board of health as well as their responsibilities as a governing body.

Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  
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PROGRAM REPORTS:
Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.

2013 END OF YEAR TRANSIENT NON-COMMUNTY (TNC) WATER PROGRAM

REPORT:
Sharon informed board members that the Health Department has successfully completed another year of transient non-community (TNC) well water testing. Establishments meeting TNC criteria are those that serve at least 25 people, 60 days per year; all identified TNC well systems are tested annually for bacteria and nitrates. Sharon noted that three DNR staff were on-site March 4, 2014 for the annual TNC review. This visit was followed by a letter sent to Sharon which she shared with board members.  In part, the letter stated that DNR staff reviewed sampling history noting that there were no monitoring violations, that sampling was done in a timely manner and that 20% of the wells had sanitary surveys conducted as per requirement. The DNR concluded their letter by stating that the health department had successfully implemented and fulfilled all of their contractual obligations for 2013 and was to be commended for their excellent job of assuring safe drinking water for the public.  Sharon provided board members with a handout on required water sampling, standards for drinking water contaminants, and corrective actions taken for unsafe bacteria samples.

2014 WOMEN, INFANT & CHILDREN (WIC) NOTICE OF BUDGETARY ADJUSTMENT:  

Sharon reports having received correspondence from the Division of Public Health regarding notice of fiscal year 2014 budgetary adjustment in the amount of $1434.00. Funding will be used to promote and support Farmer’s Market nutrition program check issuance and usage at authorized farmer’s markets. Sharon will present at Finance Committee. Motion made by Emma Ledbetter, seconded by Dean Peterson to accept an increase in funding in the amount of $1434.00 as presented; motion carried.
HUMAN HEALTH HAZARDPOLICY/PROCEDURE:
Sharon summarized the Human Health Hazard policy and procedure with additional input by Pam.  Motion by Dean Peterson, seconded by Jim Rice, approving the policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
COMMUNICABLE DISEASE INVESTIGATION POLICY/PROCEDURE:
Sharon summarized the Communicable Disease Investigation policy and procedure.  Motion by Kristy Brown, seconded by Dean Peterson, approving the policy and procedure as presented.  Motion carried.
