REVIEW OF MINUTES:

DEPARTMENT VOUCHERS:


Sharon Nelson presented Department expenses totaling $3687.01 which were submitted for approval. Elan credit card expenses of $1,784.83 were also submitted. Motion made by Gene Treu, seconded by Dean Peterson to approve expenses as presented; motion carried.

Sharon Nelson presented the budget reports for Public Health, WIC, and Loan Closet to the Board.  
PROGRAM REPORTS:

Pam Rainwater presented the program reports.
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES (DHS) 140 JULY 31, 2014 ONSITE RESULTS:

Sharon informed board members that the DHS 140 review, conducted by Division of Public Health regional staff, resulted in a written finding by the State Health Officer, Karen McKeown, RN, MSN, indicating that Monroe County Health Department continues to meet the requirements of a Level II Health Department.  Sharon distributed copies of the letter, sent to the Board of Health Chair, County Board Chair, County Administrator, DPH Western Regional Director and herself as the Health Officer, advising of the results of the review.  Sharon noted that Tim Ringhand, DPH Western Regional Director, will be awarding a recognition plaque to the health department at the October 22, 2014 County Board meeting.
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SMOKE-FREE MULTI-UNIT PRESENTATION, TRANSFORM WISCONSIN, YEAR-END PRELIMINARY REPORT BY CID MARTLAND, HEALTH EDUCATOR:
Sharon introduced Cid Martland, Health Educator.  Cid provided handouts to coincide with her power point presentation on the two year project for the Transform Wisconsin Impact Grant, Smoke Free Multi Unit Housing, and Other Tobacco Products (OTP) projects. Cid shared progress made since the inception of these projects citing strategies employed and end results of her outreach and implementation efforts. This grant will end on September 30, 2014.  Sharon Nelson thanked Cid for all her efforts to promote tobacco-free living and creating a healthier environment and community in Monroe County.  
WIC PROGRAM REVIEW AND UPDATE: 
Sharon introduced Patricia Hagen, RD, WIC Coordinator/Nutritionist who presented information to the Board of Health on the Women, Infants and Children (WIC) Program.  WIC is a federal, supplemental nutrition education program which provides eligible families with nutrition education, a supplemental food package, and referrals to health and other social services.  Patty provided board members with a handout containing information on the history of WIC, its mission statement and clientele served, state and local data, community benefits and information on the soon to be utilized electronic benefits transfer (EBT) card.  Patty also had information available on the Farmer’s Market Nutrition program noting that participants have the option of redeeming a portion of their checks at local participating Farmer’s Market vendors.  Sharon shared the history of the WIC program in Monroe County, which was developed and implemented in 1979.  Sharon also distributed educational materials on My Plate, WIC approved foods and general WIC information including income guidelines. Patty shared that the WIC program is celebrating its 40th anniversary nationwide, and its 35th in Monroe County.
