McMullen Park Rules

1. Speed limit is 5 mph.

2. Campsites must be kept clean and garbage placed in receptacles across from the office.

3. No cutting wood, no damage to trees (including dead trees).

4. No driving of nails or foreign objects into trees.

5. Gasoline motors on Lake Wazeda are prohibited.

6. Persons using the picnic shelter must clean up the shelter and surrounding area and deposit trash in dumpster.

7. Charcoal grills must be cleaned after use.

8. Check in time is 6:00 A.M. to 10:00 P.M.

9. Park closed after 11:00 P.M.

10. All permits expire at 3:00 P.M. of last day.

11. All camping units must stay on their own campsite.

12. Vehicles must not block roads or pathways.

13. An adult must accompany juveniles.

14. All campsites are first come basis – no reservations.

15. Shelter house may be reserved – call 608-269-8736.

16. No person shall wash clothing or vehicles in the park.

17. Fires shall be in designated areas only and not left unattended.

18. No one shall deface any buildings, natural vegetation or archaeological sites.

19. No one shall harass wild animals or birds.

20. Dogs shall be kept on a leash (max. length of 8 ft.) at all times and not allowed to bark during quiet hours.

21. No one may solicit or peddle merchandise.

22. No life guard on duty.  Swim at your own risk.

23. First aid kit available.  See park employee.

24. Respect the property of others & private property surrounding park.

25. All vehicles operated in the park must be registered for highway use, exceptions may be made for persons with disabilities.

26. You are hereby ordered to relax and have fun.
