SANITATION AND ZONING

REGULATIONS

MONROE COUNTY
Both suburban and rural communities are expanding rapidly, and many people are building homes in rural areas, making certain zoning and sanitation regulations necessary.  This pamphlet presents general information on such matters as minimum lot size, zoning, and sewage disposal.

The Monroe County Sanitary Ordinance requires that approval for a sanitary system be obtained prior to issuance of a Zoning Permit and installation or modification of any sewage disposal system.  This Sanitary Ordinance applies to all areas of Monroe County.

Required soil test will be performed by a private Certified Soil Tester.  Contact this office for a list.  Your building site must then be approved by the County Sanitation Officer before a Sanitary Permit is issued.  Fee for site inspection is $125.00. 

When you have selected a Master Plumber to do the work he will obtain the Sanitary Permit before installation.  All Sanitary Permits become void in 2 years.

Septic systems cannot be installed in low or wet areas or in areas with shallow bedrock.  Make sure your land is suitable for sewage disposal.  An on-site soil evaluation must be completed.  Minimum standards must be met before a Sanitary or Zoning Permit can be issued.

 All zoning permits shall become void one year from date of issuance In addition, all lands within 1,000 ft. of a lake and 300 ft. of a navigable stream are zoned county wide.

All buildings must conform to set back requirements from roads and property lines.

Setback from Road:

Federal & State Highways: 110’ from centerline & 42’ from r-o-w

County Trunk Highway: 75’ from centerline & 42’ from r-o-w

Town Road: 63’ from centerline & 30’ from r-o-w

Greater setback must be used.

If you are planning to build or remodel a home in the country you should contact the Monroe County Zoning Dept. and the Monroe County Sanitation Dept.

If you are planning to build any type of building or an addition to your barn or other buildings you should contact the Zoning Administrator.

If your septic system has failed and needs work you should contact the Sanitation Dept.

If you plan to change the USE of any land or building a permit may be necessary.

In some cases mobile homes require special permits issued by the Zoning Committee at a public hearing.

Contact your Town Clerk for information about town building permits.

Contact the Sanitation Dept. for detailed information on alternate methods of sewage disposal.

Contact the Zoning Dept. for information on floodplain designation for your property in rural areas.

All structures in zoned towns require a permit.
