Multiple units are allowed on a site.  Maximum number of people on a site:  9
Stay on your designated site…….NO visiting other camp sites.
CAMPERS MUST use privies or provide their own toilet for waste and dispose it in the dump station.

Sites may be closed to maintain acceptable population levels in the camping areas.
