7)  ENCROACHMENTS INTO HIGHWAY RIGHTS-OF-WAY (DISCUSSION)
A) Wisconsin Statutes, Wisconsin Administrative Code, Monroe County Ordinance and Highway Department policy prohibit the placement of unauthorized signs or other encroachments within highway rights-of-way.  The Highway Department is responsible for removing signs and encroachments found in violation of those statutes, codes or policies.
B) In removing unauthorized signs and other encroachments from county highway rights-of-way, the Highway Department does not distinguish the message, attribute, cause or ownership of the sign or encroachment.
C) Signs and encroachments removed from highway rights-of-way are stored for a period of 30 days and may be retrieved by the owner during that time, after which the signs or encroachments will be discarded.
